FAB shall decide in the merit of the case if the financial institution 
previously agreed in its declaration of submission to be bound by 
the decision. In the absence of this declaration and if the petition is 
justified, FAB shall formulate a recommendation.

Enquiries in Hungarian and English. 
A complaint can be made in the language of the 
disputed contract or in which the communication 
on the disputed service is carried out. Translation 
costs from/to Hungarian shall be pre-paid by FAB 
during the procedure and later shall be borne by 
the party against whom the award is issued. 

Language(s) in which any decision can be issued Upon the request of the consumer the FAB shall 
proceed in the language of the disputed contract 
or in which the communication on the disputed 
service is carried out. Translation costs from/to 
Hungarian shall be pre-paid by FAB during the 
procedure and later shall be borne by the party 
against whom the award is issued.

Other institutions covered 

Only private pension providers organised on a voluntary basis. 
Note: There are two types of intermediaries under Hungarian 
legislation: the tied intermediary acts for and on behalf of one or 
more financial institutions/ insurance companies in respect of 
services which are not in competition. Meanwhile, the 
independent intermediary acts for and on behalf of several 
financial institutions/insurance companies in respect of services 
which are in competition. The activity of the independent 
intermediary requires previous authorisation of the Hungarian 
Financial Supervisory Authority. Therefore, only the independent 
intermediary can act as a sui generis defendant party in a financial 
consumer dispute by the FAB. Meanwhile, in a dispute related to 
the activity of a tied intermediary, it is the financial institution/ 
insurance company which is liable for damages.
